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Introduction

Á The San Antonio Water System (SAWS) has been experiencing

exponential growth throughout all the SAWS Service Areas

(Pressure Zones), specifically in the Northwest areas of San

Antonio.

Á Based on SAWS 2008 Preliminary Water Infrastructure Plan, the

projected population growth may potentially increase 166% by the

year 2027.

Á SAWS has over 14 Service Areas (Pressure Zones) throughout the

city.

Á Based on the studies, capacity increase within the Service Area 12

is needed to accommodate projected population growth.

Á The Cross Mountain Trail Pipeline Project area is located within the

Service Area 12.

Main along the north side of the Cross Mountain Trail Right-of-Way 

(outside of pavement)

Á Pipeline will include fire hydrants to be installed within the pipeline 

route to provide fire protection to the immediate areas in compliance 

with City of San Antonio (CoSA) fire codes

Á Working with utility owners, CoSA and Bexar County  - Utility 

Coordination and Permitting

Á Project will have traffic control plan and Storm Water pollution 

prevention measures

Á All disturbed areas will be restored to original or better conditions

Á General contractor will conduct the construction work

Á Tentative construction schedule to start in Spring 2011
